 CarNetNepal is reconstructing RCC frame, child and disable friendly two storey school building for Shree 

Kalika Lower Secondary in Katunje, Nuwakot. The school building was collapsed in April 25, 2015 

earthquake. The school has now around 138 students and running its classes in temporary shelter building. 

Besides many physical, geographical and technical challenges, the school building is in it’s final stage of 

completion. In September CarNetNepal is planning to handover fully constructed school building to the 

‘Kalika School Management Committee’ and the Katunje Community. Please pray for the timely 

completion of the school building. Pray for all the students of Kalika School, so they could have quality 

education and could able to study safely in a new RCC school building.  

 

 Praise to the Lord! In August we got a huge support from the community people of Katunje, who helped 

us to transport the school building construction materials to the construction site. Due to the heavy 

rainfall the road to the school were damaged and the construction materials were unable to transport 

from 2 hours walking distance to the construction site in vehicle (truck). But the community people of 

Katunje construct a walking path by themselves and brought cement, colors and sands to the construction 

site from 2 hours walking distance (From Bohore Bhanjyang to the School). They have carried almost 150 

sacks cement, more than 25 buckets color and 2 truck sands. Pray for the good health and prosperity in 

the life of the Katunje Community people.

 Praise to the Lord! After months of process finally we 

have school playground items from Canada to the 

schools affected by April 25, 2015 Nepal earthquake. 

We are going to place these playground items in 5 

schools of Nuwakot District ( Jagriti Jwala Primary 

School, Mangala Devi Lower Secondary School, Sundara 

Lower Secondary School, Bachala Secondary School, 

Chandraprava School and Saptakanya School) and 2 

schools of Sindhupalchowk (Bhimsen Basic School and 

Kalika Basic School) District of Nepal. Please pray for 

the playground items protection in the store house 

and in the construction site. Please pray the timely 

placement of these playgrounds items.

181 

community people (76 male and 105 female) took part in the 

program.

23 participants 

were presented in the training. The purpose of the training is 

to train focal stakeholders and staffs regarding the recent 

trends of human trafficking and to encourage them for 

collaboration to work against human trafficking together.
